IFEX NETWORK LAUNCHES 2013 INTERNATIONAL DAY TO END
IMPUNITY CAMPAIGN

When those who commit crimes against free expression are not held to account, it hurts us all.
IFEX, the global network defending and promoting free expression, is launching its third annual
campaign to end impunity on 1 November. The campaign culminates on 23 November - the
International Day to End Impunity.

Today IFEX launches the third annual International Day to End Impunity campaign. And while there
is a growing awareness of the problem of impunity and how it allows — even exacerbates -
violations of human rights, the pressure needs to be kept up. The IFEX network comprises over 80
organisations working in more than 60 countries around the world. With this campaign we join our
voices to raise awareness about how a culture of impunity stifles freedom of expression, and to
inspire people to take action to weaken its power.

Countless citizens, artists, bloggers, scientists, musicians and journalists have been harassed,
threatened, tortured, intimidated, jailed and worse for exercising their basic human right to free
expression. Over 500 journalists have been killed in the last decade. Most of the perpetrators of
these crimes can count on never being brought to justice.

This year’'s campaign includes calls for actions to be taken now in support of five courageous
individuals: Yorm Bopha, a Cambodian human rights activist repeatedly threatened, beaten and
currently in prison for peacefully protesting against land grabs; Eren Keskin, a rights defender in
Turkey threatened and shot at while seeking justice for women who have been raped and tortured;
Doaa Eladl, an Egyptian cartoonist threatened for creating cartoons which have been deemed
blasphemous; Martin Pallaras, an Ecuadorean journalist threatened for reporting on government
corruption; and Rommy Mom, a lawyer in Nigeria fighting for government transparency and
accountability, who has had to flee his home following death threats and a public denunciation over
the radio by the governor of the state. Joining in this effort IFEX member organisations around the
globe will be launching their own initiatives, adding their voices to the call to end impunity.

The campaign’s hub is daytoendimpunity.org. Something new will be featured there every day
between 1 and 23 November - the International Day to End Impunity. We've created multimedia
resources to help people understand the problem and find ways to add their voices to a global
network of activists working together. Through infographics, videos, online interactive experiences,
articles, country profiles and interviews, we hope to engage more people than ever in this
campaign that strikes at the very roots of the injustice and insecurity that silence expression.

The right to free expression is not only an important right in itself; it is the right that allows
violations of other rights to be exposed. Visit daytoendimpunity.org every day from 1-23

Somalia: Gunmen attack radio station in central Somalia

Unidentified gunmen hurled hand grenades at a private radio station in Gaalkacyo in central
Somalia although no casualties were reported, privately-owned Radio Gaalkacyo reported on 16
October.

The gunmen threw the grenades at the privately-owned Radio Daljir on 15 October as editors and
reporters prepared the evening broadcast.

The National Union of Somali Journalists (NUSOJ) condemned the attack, the latest in a string of
raids on media stations and killing of journalists.

It was not clear who carried out the attack but the city of Gaalkacyo is itself divided into two areas,
separated by a distinct boundary, with the main northern portion controlled by the semi-
autonomous Puntland administration, and its southern part governed by the Galmudug State
authority and skirmishes between the two major clans there are common.

Media workers in Puntland are frequently arrested, foreign journalists expelled, while gangs attack
media workers.

A new media law came into force in July 2013. A former information minister for Puntland, Aydiid
Dirir, said the law "took into consideration the concerns of all stakeholders and will be approved
shortly in parliament". It is not clear whether the law replaced another one introduced in August
2010 that sought to "prevent reporters from publishing false reports".

Up to 34 journalists were killed in the war-ravaged Horn of Africa nation in the past six years.

Zimbabwe: Archbishop of Harare Announces Birth of a Catholic Radio
Station

The Archbishop of Harare, Right Rev Robert Christopher Ndlovu, has announced the arrival of a
Catholic community radio initiative that will start broadcasting once it gets a licence from the
government.

In a circular to all parish priests, heads of religious congregations and Catholic institutions in the
Archdiocese, the Archbishop says the Catholic community radio station, Radio Chiedza, is being set
up in preparation for the day when community radio stations will be licenced.

“The initiative is being led by Fr Nigel Johnson SJ along with the Director of Jesuit Communications,
Mr Gift Mambipiri. As you may be aware, for the past ten years, both Fr Johnson and Mr Mambipiri
have had wide experience of community radio initiatives in Zimbabwe.

“So far, none of these community radio stations have been licensed to broadcast in this country,
but our neighbouring countries have numerous such stations up and running. It therefore seems
inevitable that Zimbabwe will, at some time, catch up; so we in the Catholic Church need to be
prepared for that day”, says the Archbishop.

In its list of objectives, Radio Chiedza promises to amplify the message of the Church, especially on
social justice issues, to nurture people who believe that Christianity is practical and all-embracing,
to be a platform for the evangelisation of our political, social, cultural and economic dimensions of
life, and also to deal with social issues of our time (e.g. HIV/AIDS, justice and peace, modern
family setups and their challenges).

Zimbabwe: Zimbabwe's "test" is transforming media in line with new
laws - analysts

Information, Media and Broadcasting Services Minister Jonathan Moyo appears determined to push
for a renaissance in the media industry, but analysts contend that the real test of his mission lies in
reinvigorating and transforming the public media transforming the public media in line with the
new constitution.

Since taking over in September, Moyo's conduct has allayed fears that his second appointment into
government since 2000 when he served up to 2004 was going to trigger a cocktail of prescriptions
that would throw the industry into turmoil.

Together with his deputy, Supa Mandiwanzira, the minister has extended a hand of friendship to all
and sundry in the media, calling for professionalism and better working conditions for journalists
across the divide as well as stressing the need for an end to media polarisation.

The minister has also toured and exchanged notes with a number of publications, including the
Financial Gazette.

Thus far, it has been well and encouraging.

Nonetheless, analysts contend that the real test for his supposed new renaissance mission is
whether or not the main factor undermining the independence of the public media and political
meddling -is addressed.

The minister takes over when a new Constitution has just come into operation and that supreme
law, among others, guarantees the independence of the country's state-run media.

The charter also reserves room for dissenting voices in the public media.

"All state-owned media of communication must a) be free to determine independently the editorial
content of their broadcasts or other communications; b) be impartial c) afford fair opportunity for
the presentation of divergent views and dissenting opinions," reads part of section 61 of the
Constitution.

Notwithstanding that, over the years political interference in the editorial policy of state-run
newspapers, radio stations and national television saw government media being turned into a
campaign tool for ZANU-PF while coverage on the opposition was skewed.

Of all public media, the Zimbabwe Broadcasting Corporation (ZBC) is seen as the worst when it
comes to bias and unreliability, a development that has resulted in a wave of resistance as
advertisers, listeners and viewers turned to alternative outlets, including foreign ones.

Concerns have also been raised over the public media's failure to treat information as a basic
human right for every citizen. The right and responsibility to inform is one of the key elements for
any media in a democracy hence the need for the media's role to be unhindered.

The director of the local chapter of the Media Institute of Southern Africa Nhlanhla Ngwenya, said if
Moyo is to repair the damage of the past, he can't afford to ignore a clean-up at ZBC.

As the broadcaster's fortunes plummeted due to unpopularity induced by political interference, ZBC
has found itself failing to pay workers for several months.

Ngwenya said if political meddling is rooted out, the financial crisis at the institution would be
addressed through licence fees as Zimbabweans are bound to pay if there is quality service from
the broadcaster. [...]

He said the public media should engender public discourse on issues of national cohesion, healing,
transparency, accountability, development and abuse of public resources. [...]

To guarantee impartiality to all media services, with the public media being equally held
accountable and protected from abuse, consideration should be given to the development of a
regulation model that reinforces the spirit of fairness.

Zimrights director, Okay Matshisa, said he was encouraged by the path that Moyo has taken so far
in hearing the concerns of stakeholders but emphasised that partisanship and interference needed
to be addressed as this would also go a long way in fostering human rights.

Somalia: Journalists survive bomb attack on Puntland radio station

The National Union of Somali Journalists (NUSOJ) is shocked by the latest violent attack on the
media in Puntland [an autonomous region of Somalia] which involved a double bomb strike on a
private radio station in Galkayo.

According to the information received from Galkayo, gunmen hurled two hand bombs at Radio
Daljir at around 20:00 on 15 October 2013, before speeding off.

“This is an alarming attack...against the media in Puntland. Thankfully no one was hurt, however
this could have been so much worse,” Omar Faruk Osman, NUSOJ Secretary General said.

The news director, editors and reporters who were preparing for the evening broadcast, and a
guard were in the station at the time of the explosion, which destroyed the station's wall and
damaged the staff vehicle. No one was injured.

“[The] daily life [of] a journalist in Somalia, especially in Galkayo, [the] second deadliest city for
journalists in the country, continues to be a hazardous business, and the Puntland authorities,
including the Mudug administration, must do more to develop a safe environment for media
practitioners,” said Osman.

This is not the first time that Radio Daljir and its Galkayo Branch were attacked. Galkayo
journalists have witnessed violent attacks in the past two years.

NUSO]J] believes that people whose interests were threatened due to the radio station's broadcast
carried out this attack.

Eyewitness told the union that the perpetrators were riding in sedan with no plate number. NUSOJ
demands a full investigation into the attack.

South Africa: Ubuntu Radio Talks SA Foreign Policy

The Department of International Relations and Cooperation went live on Thursday night with
Ubuntu Radio, a 24-hour internet radio station aimed at enhancing communication on South
Africa's foreign policy and telling Africa's stories from Africa's perspective.

"South Africa has a good story to tell and we have done extremely well over the past 20 years. Our
foreign policy has evolved, but that story is not being told," the department's head of public
diplomacy, Clayson Monyela, told journalists in Pretoria ahead of the station's launch.

Monyela said Ubuntu Radio - accessible via the internet at www.ubunturadio.com - would have a
talk radio format, and would be a major source of reliable, recent and trusted news and
conversations on foreign policy at a time when South Africa was positioning itself as a significant
player on the continent as well as globally.

"It's going to be a platform to change the views and opinions as well as getting inputs that can help
shape South Africa's foreign policy going forward," he said.

With a target audience including both South Africans and the international community, Monyela
said the station would raise public awareness and stimulate public discourse on the country's
foreign policy.

"The station will change how Africa is covered," he added. It's the first of its kind on the continent
and the first in South Africa to operate under the auspices of a government institution for non-
commercial purposes.

As a multimedia platform, Ubuntu is immediate, and will run live broadcasts of major department
events, announcements and campaigns. It will also cover news and play African music.

There will also be lots of discussions and phone-in programmes inviting listeners to offer their
views.

"We are not going to talk at our audience, but we are going to have discussions and conversations,
because people need to know what informs decisions on certain matters," Monyela said.

The department has roped in opinion makers, think-tanks, academics, diplomats and other key
players in the field of diplomacy and international relations to host shows.

Among the contributors to the station will be Professor Eddie Moloka, analyst Siphamandla Zondi
and reputation architect Thebe Ikalafeng. Other familiar names include actress Florence Masebe,
news anchor Kgopedi Wa-Namane, Richard Nwamba, Chief Ntshingila, Mabine Seabe and JP Louw.
"We decided to involve people. Some are critics of our work, some are experts," Monyela said,
adding that the department was still talking to other personalities to complement the international
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staff.

While Monyela acknowledged the still limited internet access in South Africa, he said the
department was developing apps for mobile to ensure that the platform was accessible to as many
people as possible.

The station will also extend its reach by exchanging content for broadcast with identified media
partners, including SABC's Channel Africa.

The station's website extends access to social networks such as Facebook and Twitter, as well as to
the department's Diplomat and Ubuntu magazines.

Zimbabwe: Radio Harare Withdraws Licence Challenge

Community Radio Harare (CORAH) plans to withdraw its 2011 High Court petition seeking to have
its licence application re-considered, with officials attributing the change of heart to a charm
offensive being carried out by the country's new information minister .

The application, made by a member of MISA Zimbabwe's Media Lawyers Network with the support
of the Zimbabwe Lawyers for Human Rights, sought an order compelling the Broadcasting
Authority of Zimbabwe (BAZ) to consider the firm's licence bid as well as call for broadcasting
licence applications.

CORAH board chairperson, Pius Wakatama, confirmed his organisation's decision to withdraw the
application at the weekend.

"We are considering reversing our decision by withdrawing the court petition," he said.

"This has been so because of the kissing and hugging we have seen the new Information Publicity
and Broadcasting Services Minister Jonathan Moyo is doing with the civic society.

"After withdrawing the case we are going to re-apply for a licence which we hope the government
would grant us."

Moyo, accused of cracking down on privately-owned media organisation in his last term as
informantion minister, is currently engaged in a charm offensive with the media and has been
touring both state-run and private media houses, engaging with staffers and editors.

Returned to cabinet by President Robert Mugabe after the July 31 elections, Moyo has also met
with media stakeholders soliciting their views on how they want the industry to be shaped over the
next five years.

CORAH is a member of the Zimbabwe Association of Community Radio Stations which has, over the
years, been carrying out training programmes on how to establish community radios throughout
the country. Some of the radio stations that are prepared to rock the airwaves if granted licences
include KissFM, Voice of the People (VOP), Radio Dialogue, Community Radio Harare, Kumakomo,
Wezhira and Kwelas, Getjenge community radio initiative.

Zambia: IBA Awards Permits for Nationwide TV and Radio licences

THE Independent Broadcasting Authority (IBA) has awarded Catholic Television a permit for
nationwide television construction.

And IBA Board chairperson Emmanuel Mwamba has also announced the awarding of nationwide
radio broadcasting licences to Christian Voice and Radio Phoenix respectively.

Mr Mwamba who is also Information and Broadcasting Services Permanent Secretary announced
the development in a statement released yesterday by IBA director general Josephine Mapoma.
Other licences awarded by the IBA's Radio and Television licensing committee as announced by Mr
Mwamba included Mungu FM Radio of Mongu, Lukulu Community Radion in Lukulu which got both
full broadcasting licences.

Mr Mwamba said the committee further awarded Hot FM Radio a permit for repeater stations in
Kabwe, Kapiri Mposhi and the Copperbelt while Valley FM Radio of Nyimba and Serenje Community
Radio in Serenje were awarded test transmission licenses.

He said furthermore, the committee had allowed Kokoliko Radio to start their commercial station in
Chingola.

Mr Mwamba meanwhile said licensing procedures for applying for radio and television broadcasting
licences had been changed in accordance with the IBA Act (2002) and amendment Act (2010).
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The IBA board chairperson said in announcing the change of licensing procedures that when the
Patriotic Front (PF) Government came into power in 2011, they found several pending applications
for radio and television licences. [...]

Burundi: "Conditional release” follows radio reporter’s release "on
health grounds”

Reporters Without Borders is pleased to learn that Hassan Ruvakuki, a radio reporter who was
released on “health grounds” in March after 15 months in prison, has now been granted a formal
“conditional release” that allows him to go back to work. The justice ministry ordered it on 16
October.

Ruvakuki, who worked for local radio Bonesha FM and Radio France Internationale’s Swahili
service, said he was “very happy” with the decision and thanked “all those people who have helped
me with my release.”

“We are relieved that Ruvakuki is now officially free and allowed resume working as a journalist,”
Reporters Without Borders said. “At the same time, we will monitor the conditionality of his release
in an attempt to ensure that it does not represent too great a threat hanging over his journalistic
work.

“While we welcome his release, we continue to maintain that Ruvakuki is innocent of the charges
brought against him. All possible light must eventually be shed on this case so that he can be
cleared of the suspicion that this conviction cast on him”

The justice ministry agreed to consider a conditional release if Ruvakuki withdrew his appeal
against his conviction, which he did. On the grounds that he had served more than a quarter of his
sentence, the ministry finally decided that his release would remain conditional for period twice as
long as the part of his sentence that he did not serve.

As well as allowing him to go back to work, the decision allows him to move freely about the
country and to travel abroad.

Ruvakuki’s “"administrative” release on health grounds was granted on 6 March, a few days before
Burundi’s president visited France.

Arrested in November 2011 shortly after returning from neighbouring Tanzania, where he had gone
to cover a Burundian rebel group being formed there, he was sentenced to life imprisonment in
June 2012 on a charge of “participating in terrorist activity.”

This was reduced to three years in prison on appeal on 8 January 2013 after the charge was
changed to “participating in an association formed with the aim of attacking persons and property.”
The authorities have never produced any evidence of his participation in the rebel movement.
Reporters Without Borders has always claimed Hassan Ruvakuki’s innocence and has supported
him since his arrest in 2011.

Zimbabwe: Zimbabwe to open airwaves "soon"

Deputy Minister of Information, Media and Broadcasting Services, Cde Supa Mandiwanzira says it is
a statutory requirement that all stations operating in the country comply with the laws of the land.
Cde Mandiwanzira, who was addressing various players in the media industry who attended a
farewell ceremony organized for him at the ZI-FM studios in Newlands, Harare, said the
government plans to open up the airwaves soon.

He said the development should see those in the music and arts industry benefitting as they will
have more stations to supply their products to as all the stations will be compelled to air 75 per
cent local content which is a legal requirement.

Cde Mandiwanzira also paid tribute to AB Communications staff members for remaining steadfast
even when the going was tough, saying the success achieved by the organization contributed
immensely in building his name which saw him being elevated to the position of Deputy Minister.
Mrs Susan Makore, who has now been left to run the AB Communications, assured Cde
Mandiwanzira that the organization will endeavour to meet all the legal requirements in their
operations.

Cde Mandiwanzira was presented with a portrait of President Robert Mugabe, the late vice
president, Dr Joshua Nkomo, the late George Silundika and the late Jason Ziyaphapha Moyo as a
token of his good work and contribution to the AB Communications group.

Somalia: Embattled radio station threatened with arbitrary eviction

Reporters Without Borders is extremely worried by the interior ministry’s harassment of Radio
Shabelle and the organization that operates it, Shabelle Media Network, which received a letter
from the ministry on 20 October giving it five days to vacate its premises.

“This ministerial order has no specific legal basis and is entirely arbitrary,” Reporters Without
Borders said. “Evicting Radio Shabelle will not only curtail freedom of information in Somalia even
more but also endanger its journalists and other employees, many of whom live in the station’s
premises to protect themselves from individual attack.

“Only today we learned that Universal TV journalist Mohamed Mohamud Tima‘ade was the victim of
a shooting in the Mogadishu neighbourhood of Madina and is now in hospital in a critical condition
with six gunshot injuries. The extreme dangers of journalism in Somalia no longer need
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demonstrating.”

Reporters Without Borders added: “Evicting Radio Shabelle would expose its employees to the
same risks. We call on the Somali government to implement its constitutional and international
obligations to protect journalists and respect freedom of opinion and information.”

The interior ministry letter to Shabelle Media Network argues that the building it currently uses was
formerly occupied by the Somali national airline and should therefore revert to the government.
The eviction order violates a 2010 agreement under which the transitional government’s transport
ministry gave Shabelle Media Network permission to use the building until 2015 in return for its
rehabilitation. [...]

Zimbabwe: BAZ Offers New Commercial Radio Licences

THE Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe (BAZ) has invited applications for new commercial radio
stations in some 25 areas as the government moves to further open up the country's airwaves.
"This re-invitation is due to poor response following the initial call for fourteen areas, which closed
in February of 2012, and failure by most applicants to meet the qualification criteria," said BAZ
chief executive officer Obert Muganyura.

"The Broadcasting Authority will be issuing a guideline on the qualification criteria in order to assist
the applicants in meeting the qualification requirements as provided in terms of the Broadcasting
Services Act."

The licence applications fees range from US$300 to US$10,000.

The development comes after deputy information minister Supa Mandiwanzira told parliament that
the government planned to further liberalise a sector long dominated by the state-run Zimbabwe
Broadcasting Corporation (ZBC).

"The Ministry has started the process of opening up the broadcasting industry to other players.
Very shortly the Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe will be calling for application to license other
radio stations," Mandiwanzira told legislators.

"In addition the Ministry is also consulting with a view to license community radio stations in the
not too distant future. So we believe as a Ministry that once we address the issue of transmission,
once we address the issue of choice, where you have multiple choice we will render the pirate radio
stations irrelevant."

Mandiwanzira was one of the beneficiaries of the partial opening-up of the sector in 2011 as part of
reforms pushed under the coalition government.

A company linked to the deputy minister, AB Communications was granted a licence to run one of
two national commercial radios while the other was given to the Zimpapers group.

The process was criticised by the MDC parties which claimed the licences had been granted to
companies sympathetic to President Robert Mugabe and his Zanu PF party.

Somalia: Somali Government Raids Popular Radio Station

Somali security forces have raided and closed Radio Shabelle, a popular independent broadcasting
station located in Mogadishu.

Law enforcement officers entered the building on Saturday. Station owner and director Abdimalik
Yusuf Mohamud says some of the 37 staff members were beaten by police before they were
arrested and detained.

Police also confiscated computers and other equipment.

Mohamud says the raid was politically motivated. In an interview with VOA's Somali Service, he
said the government wanted to "silence" Radio Shabelle because it had reported on corruption and
"other issues that government does not like."

The Interior Ministry said Radio Shabelle had been ordered to vacate the building because it is
housed inside government property. The ministry says it had given the radio station several notices
to leave.

The building housing the radio station is located near the airport, a relatively secure region of
Somalia. Radio Shabelle had been at the site since 2009.

Radio station officials argued they were lawfully occupying the property. Mohamud said the radio
station had a lease agreement with the transportation ministry that did not expire until 2015.
Reporters Without Borders has described the government's actions against Radio Shabelle as
"arbitrary" and "harassment."

In a Wednesday statement, the rights group said an eviction would endanger the safety of radio
station employees.

Zimbabwe: Govt to Quash Pirate Radio Stations

Government will do away with pirate radio stations through opening up airwaves, a situation that
would render them redundant, Parliament heard yesterday. Information, Media and Broadcasting
Services Deputy Minister Supa Mandiwanzira told Senate that people were made to listen to pirate
radio stations because of the failure by Transmedia to provide signal of legitimate radio and
television broadcasting content throughout the country.

He was responding to a question from Mashonaland Central Senator Alice Chimbudzi (Zanu-PF) on
what Government was doing to deal with private radio stations.

"The Ministry considers these pirate radio stations as a nuisance that we must get rid of," said
Deputy Minister Mandiwanzira.

"In the majority of cases the Zimbabweans who listen to these pirate radio stations do so out of
desperation because they are unable to get a signal of the Zimbabwe Broadcasting Corporation in
the area they stay.

"So they have no choice and end up, by default, listening to these pirate radio stations." The radio
stations, said Deputy Minister Mandiwanzira, had failed to achieve their regime change agenda
following the resounding election victory by Zanu-PF in the harmonised election on July 31, 2013.
He said his Ministry had a fresh impetus to roll out transmitters through Transmedia across the
country to enable everyone to get signal of ZBC radio and television and other legitimate
broadcasting institutions.

The roll out would be achieved through digitalisation of Transmedia from analogue, a project that
he said required US$30 million to cover the whole country.

He said another way of dealing with pirate radio stations was to open up the airwaves, a situation
he said started two years ago by licensing ZiFM and Star FM radio stations.

"The Ministry has started the process of opening up the broadcasting industry to other players.
Very shortly the Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe will be calling for application to license other
radio stations," he said.

"In addition the Ministry is also consulting with a view to license community radio stations in the
not too distant future. So we believe as a Ministry that once we address the issue of transmission,
once we address the issue of choice, where you have multiple choice we will render the pirate radio
stations irrelevant."

Responding to another question, Deputy Minister Mandiwanzira said payment of ZBC licenses had
nothing to do with the content but possession of a signal receiving gadget. Bulawayo Metropolitan
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Senator, Siphiwe Ncube (MDC-T) had asked what Government policy was regarding ZBC licence
considering that it was also on Dstv channel where it is being paid. The Deputy Minister said there
was a misconception from some people who think that they were being levied to pay for what they
see yet it was about owning a receiver.

"There is no relationship between licence fee and content. ZBC, according to the law, is a collection
agent, you are not paying for the quality," he said. Deputy Mininister Mandiwanzira said no wonder
why ZBC inspectors were seen even in areas where there was no ZBC reception.

Responding to another question, the Deputy Minister re-affirmed the requirement by broadcasting
stations to play 75 percent local content.

He said the 75 percent requirement was also an empowerment tool for local artists.

Liberia: Radio station doing international online hook-up to promote
local music

Improvements in mobile data in Liberia spur radio station to do international online hook-up to
promote local music

While Liberia is a regular host of fairly useless, high-minded meetings on fragile states, the
country’s youth keeps hustling from one small job to another to make ends meet. Liberia’s
entertainment industry is not big but it is well alive and kicking, in particular the music side of it.
LIB Hipco music and artists are keen to export their music outside of their small country in search
of international recognition and other ways to generate revenue. Isabelle Gross met with Martin
Fagans, a young producer of the radio program LIB Weekend Thing and Kaifa KY Yamah, the
founder and CEO of LIBWEB Radio to discuss their experiment with simulcast on air and online of a
radio program promoting the country’s entertainment activities beyond this small country’s
borders.

In the last two years, data connectivity in Liberia has made impressive strives forward both on the
international segment and the last mile access. Since January 2013, the country has enjoyed fibre
connectivity via the submarine fibre cable ACE, moving slowly away from its dependency on
satellite connectivity.

Before the commercial launch of ACE, the overall international bandwidth consumption of the
country was around one STM1, today more than 5 STM1s have been lit and capacity on them is
running out fast. On the last mile access side, the launch by mobile operator Cellcom of mobile
data services based on HSPA+ technology recently upgraded to DC HSPA+ has provided to
Internet users enough bandwidth (up to 42Mbps download speed) to have a good experience when
accessing rich content like YouTube video streaming.

A month ago Liberian Internet users got even more choices as mobile operator Novafone (ex-
Comium) has also launched a 3G data offering. The third mobile operator MTN/Lonestar is poised
to rollout similar 3G mobile data services before the end of this year.

Good quality and affordable international capacity as well as the last mile with high speed data
access are a prerequisite for anybody wanting to broadcast audio and video content produced in
Liberia to the rest of the world. For Martin Fagans, the producer of the entertainment radio show
LIB Weekend Thing, “the jump from traditional radio broadcasting to online radio broadcasting has
so far been a discovery journey. It has showed me how the Internet has extended the audience
reach of my program while at the same time enabling me to promote LIB Hipco music beyond
Liberia’s borders”.

The radio programme LIB Weekend Thing started to be broadcast at the beginning of August on FM
radio D15 located in Logan Town, a suburb of Monrovia. The show brings a mix of entertainment
news, live interviews with artists and a top ten songs countdown. Because there is no audience
monitoring system in place in Liberia, it is impossible to know how many people are listen to the
show. According to Martin Fagans, a way to measure the success of a radio show is when there is
an increasing number of listeners calling in during the broadcast of the program.

The first step to promote the radio show beyond radio D15 footprint was with the posting of a
recording of the program on SoundCloud, an online platform where artists can post their music,
videos and share them with their audience. In addition to this, a little bit of Facebook promotion
helped to raise the interest for the program among some Liberians in the diaspora. [...]

The breakthrough came with the partnership with Kaifa KY Yamah of LIBWEB Radio. Kaifa who
started LIBWEB Radio in 2009 explains that "I started the online radio mainly to promote Liberian
entertainment to the world and to get people to know Liberia and the talents that we have. My
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motivation was that I had people that were always telling that I can take Liberian music and
entertainment to another level”.

LIBWEB Radio is based in Atlanta, Georgia in the USA and is available worldwide via Tuneln , an
online platform hosting over 70,000 radio stations. On Saturday, August 31st while the radio
program LIB Weekend Thing went on air on FM D15, it was also simultaneously broadcast for the
first time on LIBWEB Radio.

From a quality perspective, the first simulcast broadcast was not perfect as the link went down
several times but it showed how the Internet can extent the footprint of a local FM radio while at
the same time showcasing Liberian content and artists abroad. According to Martin Fagans, one of
the most amazing thing was when listeners called in from country as far as Sweden, Korean or
even Australia.

Since then, the partnership has strengthened between Martin and Kaifa as both share the same
passion for Liberian music, radio and new technologies. However, many challenges remain in
particular a suitable business model to run a profitable online radio. As Kaifa underlines it “the
most challenging thing in running an online radio is having advertisers or businesses to believe in
you because they don’t hear the audio from the radio in their car. But they forget that online is
worldwide which is a much better place to advertise than FM radio”.

The concept of a FM radio backed 24/7 by an online presence makes a lot of sense because each
medium enhances the other one but will it be enough to make a difference first at the local level
where many FM radios already compete for a share of the advertising money of a few companies?
On the other hand, the online world is highly competitive and if Liberian music wants to make it, it
will need to go head to head with Nigerian and Ghanaian music for a start. The discussion on local
content has shifted a level up as it is not really anymore about the lack of local content (there is
lot) but more about the quality of this local content. Only high quality local content has a
commercial value whether online or offline.

Somalia: IFJ/FAJ Mourn Broadcast Journalist Killed in Somalia

The International Federation of Journalists (IFJ) and its African regional group, the Federation of
African Journalists (FAJ), have expressed their deep sadness following the death of Somalian
broadcast journalist Mohamed Mohamud Tima'ade who has succumbed to wounds sustained in an
assassination attempt.

According to IF]/FA] affiliate, the National Union of Somali Journalists (NUSQJ), Tima'ade, 26, a
reporter in Somalia for the London-based Universal TV, was attacked by gunmen in the Madina
district of capital city Mogadishu on Tuesday, 22 October. The gunmen fired several shots, hitting
the journalist in the neck, stomach, chest and shoulder. He was taken to Madina hospital where he
died on Saturday, 26 October.

"This is very sad news for press freedom. We present our condolences to the family," said Gabriel
Baglo, IF] Africa director. "This lost must not remain unpunished. Authorities must investigate the
case and bring perpetrators to swift justice".

The NUSOJ said that Mohamed was a respected journalist who had earned credibility with some
incisive reporting on social, security and political issues in Mogadishu, which often featured in the
top headlines of Universal TV. The union said he has been at the forefront of the independent
media campaign to fight the government's draft draconian media law and had been taking part in
campaign activities to fight for media rights in the country.

The NUSOJ has extended its deepest condolences to the family and professional colleagues of
Mohamed Muhamed Tima'ade following the "terrible tragedy" and has pledged to stand alongside
them in defiance of the killers.

"The African journalists' fraternity is shocked by the death of our colleague. We sympathise with
Mohamed's family and reiterate our call on authorities in Somalia to safeguard safety and security
of journalists in the course of their work," said Mohamed Garba, FAJ president.

Mohamed Mohamud Tima'ade is survived by his wife and a daughter. He is the seventh media
worker and sixth journalist to be killed in Somalia this year.

Culture Radio, with support from the 'Brot Fur Die Welt', a German based funding agency, last
Friday wrapped-up a two-day training for some50 journalists from the electronic and print media
on content analysis and investigative journalism.The session was held at the Harry Yansaneh hall
of the Sierra Leone Association of Journalistsin Freetown.

According to the Executive Director of Culture Radio, Elijah M.I. Gegra, the training was to
capacitate journalists in the area on investigative journalism and women's access to land rights. He
said series of such training will be conducted across the country.

Zimbabwe: Take government’'s move to open up airwaves with caution,
Zimbabwe media warned

There is a 'definite intention' on the part of the Zimbabwean government to open up the airwaves
to new players but not for the benefit of human rights and democracy, a leading media activist has
said.

The outgoing executive director of the Voluntary Media Council of Zimbabwe, Takura Zhangazha,
said Wednesday [30 October] that while reforms in the broadcasting sector were 'most likely' going
to happen, "quantity will far outweigh quality."

Speaking on SW Radio Africa's Cutting Edge programme, Zhangazha warned that new players will
most probably concentrate more on business and entertainment content, as opposed to human
rights and democracy. He warned media players not to give the government the 'benefit of the
doubt' but instead adopt a 'wait and see' approach.

Already, the Broadcasting Authority of Zimbabwe (BAZ) has invited applications for 25 'commercial
radio' licences.

But Zhangazha warned that while the application process would probably be a 'free for all' only
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people with too much money and access to technology will benefit from the government
'benevolence’.

On Information Minister Jonathan Moyo's current conciliatory stance towards the media, Zhangazha
warned journalists to remain 'cautious'. Since his re-appointment to government Moyo has been
touring media houses urging cordial relations. Moyo has also been seen shaking hands with
journalists with whom he previously clashed.

Zhangazha said unless the Access to Information and Protection of Privacy Act (AIPPA) was
repealed, the media environment would not change much and journalists would still be faced with
the same old challenges.

Speaking on the same programme, deported international correspondent Mercedes Sayagues told
SW Radio Africa that Moyo's sincerity can only be proved if he allowed her, together with fellow
deportee Andrew Meldrum, back in the country.

Sayagues was deported from Zimbabwe in 2001 while Meldrum was deported in 2002. Also
deported around the same time was BBC's Joseph Winter.

In all the dramatic incidents which drew international outcry Moyo played a key role. Moyo was also
blamed for the closure of the Daily News in 2003 and is widely known to have crafted the
repressive AIPPA legislation that help clampdown of media freedom.

Sierra Leone: Station Manager Meets SLAJ Scribe

Station Manager of the Makali-based Konike Radio 89.4 FM yesterday paid a courtesy call on the
Secretary-General of the Sierra Leone Association of Journalists (SLAJ) at his Concord Times offices
in Freetown.

Moses A. Kargbo told his guest, Mustapha Sherman Kakpa aka 'K'gba' that SLAJ was committed to
upholding the tenets of journalism while ensuring that the right to free speech was guaranteed to
the fullest.

The visit of the Tonkolili-based radio station manager comes a day after journalists in Sierra Leone
staged a successful nationwide news blackout in protest against the continued detention of two
journalists - Jonathan Leigh and Bai Bai Sesay of the Independent Observer newspaper - and the
coordinated attacks on media houses by the police apparently on the orders of state officials.

In a press release issued on Tuesday night, SLAJ had thanked all editors, station managers,
proprietors and news vendors for showing solidarity in ensuring the media shutdown was a huge
success.

Mr. Kargbo, who is also editor of Concord Times newspaper, thanked both the station manager and
the Board of Konike Radio 89.4 FM for their contribution to the successes of SLAJ in that part of the
country.

In a brief remark, Mustapha Kakpa praised SLAJ for standing behind their incarcerated colleagues
at a very difficult moment. He encouraged the executive to sustain the advocacy for journalists and
journalism in the country.

"This is a test case for SLAJ. There are journalists upcountry that need training to improve on their
reporting skills, and to have a better understanding about the operations of SLAJ," said Kakpa.

He said the enactment of the Freedom of Information (FOI) bill was welcome news to all journalists
across the country, but that the new Act needs to be well explained to the public and journalists so
that they could be in a better position to understand its importance to accountability and
transparency.

Kakpa also entreated the Secretary-General to expedite the process of providing SLAJ identification
cards to journalists in the provinces, and urged that the activities of the Association be
communicated to them on a regular basis.

"All journalists and station managers in the north are ready to work with SLAJ at all time," he said,
adding that training and regional meetings could help the process of bonding among journalists
practicing in the provinces.

Tunisia: Tunisia press seeks protection

Attacks against Tunisian journalists are on the rise, according to a report released this week.
Some 325 workers from the media sector have been subject to attacks in the past year, the Tunis
Centre for Press Freedom (CTLP) announced on Tuesday (October 29th).

Complaints from journalists were compiled by the Tunisian Observatory for the Freedom of the
Press (OLPEC) and used to document the report.

In one such case, Kalima radio reporter Mohamed Nadhif and Tanit Press journalist Mohamed Zaer
accused members of the Leagues for the Protection of the Revolution of using sticks and paralysing
gas against them.

Despite wearing vests indicating they were journalists, they claimed that they were subject to
violence. The December 2012 attack left bruises on their bodies. [...]

Zambia: Bishops to Launch Catholic Television Station; Radio stations in
progress

Plans are at an advanced stage in Zambia for the launch of a Catholic Television station according
to the Zambian Episcopal conference.

“It has been a very long wait, but worthwhile,” Father Paul Samasumo, spokesman for the
Zambian Episcopal Conference, said in a statement published by Vatican Radio.

He said the Zambian bishops decided to use radio and television especially as a means to
evangelize as far back as 1995, when they made media use a “pastoral priority.”

“The bishops decided that they would use radio and television as means of evangelization,” the
priest continued.

“In this context, evangelization was and still is understood in a wider and holistic context of
promoting gospel values that enhance the well-being of men and women, wherever they are to be
found and without discrimination.”

Zambia’s broadcasting authority announced it had granted a television broadcast permit to the
Zambian Episcopal Conference on October 18. The conference had first applied for the permit in
2002.

The new Catholic television station aims to serve all Zambians and will “promote the best of
Zambian values and become the preferred television channel of wholesome family viewing, on
account of appropriate programming,” according to the Association of Member Episcopal
Conferences in Eastern Africa.

Fr Samasumo compared the effort to Catholic institutions such as hospitals and schools, which are
open to the public regardless of religion.

The Zambian bishops’ conference is also committed to three radio projects in development.

In the Archdiocese of Kasama in Zambia’s northeast, a diocesan community radio station is being
prepared. Two radio stations are being established in the southwestern Zambian town of Shesheke.
The Diocese of Chipata, in the country’s east, is hoping that the broadcasting authority will soon
approve its 2008 application to turn its Radio Maria into a national radio station.

Around 87 percent of Zambians are Christian, and 21 percent of the population is Catholic
Christian. The country is served by 11 dioceses.

Mali: Two French journalists murdered in Mali

Reporters Without Borders is appalled by the abduction and murder of two French journalists,
Ghislaine Dupont and Claude Verlon, today in the northern city of Kidal. They worked for Radio
France Internationale.

“The summary execution of these two RFI journalists is vile and unspeakable,” Reporters Without
Borders secretary-general Christophe Deloire said. “We feel both outrage and disgust that
journalists who had the courage to cover an area such as the Kidal region were shot in cold blood
after interviewing someone.
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“We grieve for them, their families and their RFI colleagues, we are concerned for the residents of
the Ifoghas massif, whose plight deserves to be covered, and we condemn this double murder,
which sadly highlights the lawlessness still prevailing in northern Mali. This act was not only
criminal but also terrorist in nature, one designed to deter outside media coverage.”

Dupont and Verlon were kidnapped and shot after conducting an interview in Kidal. Their bodies
were found about 10 km from the town centre. Their fate recalls that of Wall Street Journal
reporter Daniel Pearl, decapitated by his abductors in Pakistan in 2002, and Italian journalist Enzo
Baldoni, kidnapped and executed in Iraq in 2004.

Today's double murder is another unfortunate example of the growing violence to which journalists
are exposed. No fewer than 88 were killed in the course of their work in 2012. This was the worst
toll since Reporters Without Borders began keep an annual tally in 1995.

A total of 45 journalists have been killed worldwide since the start of 2013. Four French journalists
have been killed in Syria since the start of the uprising in March 2011. [...]

Zambia: Opposition MPs Take Kapeya To Task Over 'Revoked’' Radio
Licences

Opposition members of parliament on Wednesday [6 November] took information minister Mwansa
Kapeya to task over the revoked nationwide licences issued to privately-owned Radio Phoenix and

QFM.

And Kapeya told Parliament that former information permanent secretary Emmanuel Mwamba had
no authority to issue nationwide licences to Radio Phoenix and Qfm and that the licences were not

even issued.

The opposition members of parliament in follow-up questions wondered what licences were
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revoked when none had been issued to the two radio stations.

Choma UPND member of parliament Cornelius Mweetwa asked which licences were cancelled when
there were none that were issued.

Mweetwa wondered whether President Michael Sata was not misled into believing that there were
licences that were issued by Mwamba.

In response, Kapeya said there were just recommendations made by the committee and that the
actual licences were supposed to be issued by his office. "Recommendations and licences are two
different things," he said. [...]

"Locally for us to permit the establishment of radio stations community, that's the authority which
was granted by the President but on the other hand, the law to permit outsiders to come and
operate radio stations is the one which is not in place," Konga said. [...]

"The 21 licences were those that were approved by the minister before Mwamba came in. On the
Radio Phoenix and Qfm one, these licences were not even issued, it was just an announcement.
The final person to issue licences is the minister of information, and I did not do that," Kapeya
said.

And Kapeya told the House that no nationawide licences were issued to Radio Phoenix and Qfm but
that just recommendations were made.

He also told the House that it was the preserve of the information minister to issue nationwide
licences to radio stations and not the permanent secretary.

President Sata last week castigated Mwamba for issuing nationwide radio licences to privately-
owned radio Phoenix and Qfm.

Lakes State information minister, Dut Makuei Kuok, confirmed to Catholic Radio News over a
telephone interview that he got a letter asking for incentives from 2007. He added that he did not
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have the money to meet the staff request.

The minister was asked if the security agents were targeting the staff but he denied, saying that
the request is still on his table to be processed, and security had nothing to do with it.

At least 27 presenters working at Rumbek 98 FM signed a letter asking minister Makuei to consider
giving incentive to staff. The letter was delivered on 22 October 2013

Network

The Network of Catholic radio under KCCB -Waumini Communications will soon increase to 13
stations after having received more frequencies to establish New Catholic Radio Stations in various
dioceses of Kenya.

The Managing Director of Waumini Communications Limited, Mr. David Omwoyo, told AMECEA
Online news that Radio Waumini that the conference has managed to get radio frequencies for the
following towns, Isiolo, Kisumu, Eldoret, Maralal, Marsabit, Lamu, Tana River, Molo and Kabarnet
while Kitui has had a transmitter for quite some time.

According to Mr. Omwoyo, the way forward for the Radio Apostolate in the country is to have a
networking of all these catholic radio station, a plan that will be fully implemented when all the new
radio stations are in operation. “If all go well the Catholic Church will be able to reach over 85% of
all the Catholic and non-Catholic Christians in Kenya through radio,” he said.

“We are currently working on getting studios and transmitters ready in Kitale, Mombasa, Meru,
Kisii, Homabay and Kisumu Dioceses so that they can start by relaying the Radio Waumini signals
after which they can begin to increase the local content once they are in a position to do so,” he
said adding that "By the end of December this year, the transmitters will be available in these
areas.”

So far the Catholic Church in Kenya has radio stations operating from Nairobi (Radio
Waumini),Nakuru (Radio Amani), Lodwar (Radio Akicha), Murang’a (Radio Maria)Kitui (Radio
Thome) and Isiolo (Radio Shahidi).

Mr. Omwoyo explained that the idea is to have a hybrid of programs consisting of both local
content and the national content. "Once the diocesan radio stations are up and running they will be
required to fade out their local content at some point and connect to Radio Waumini. Radio
Waumini therefore has a challenge to become a real National Catholic Radio Station that
broadcasts matters relevant to everybody across the country,” he said.

He further explained that Radio Maria, which operates in Murang’a Diocese, has agreed to support
the radio projects in Nyeri, Lamu, Marsabit and Maralal. *"What Radio Maria will ideally do is to set
up the equipment and give out a percentage of money for running of the station for some time
before they can sustain themselves,” he said.

As a sign of progress in the digitization of the Catholic Radio Stations Mr. Omwoyo said currently
Radio Waumini can be accessed on-line. "The Zuku satellite facilitates this; anybody with Zuku
decoder can now listen to Radio Waumini,” he said.

Waumini Communications Limited is the Social Communications arm of the KCCB. The company
was set up in 2012 by the Bishops to coordinate and facilitate Catholic Media in Kenya.

Malawi: Macra warns broadcasters on poll coverage

Malawi Communications Regulatory Authority (Macra) has threatened to deal with any radio or
television station that is deemed to have breached its licence conditions and code of conduct in the
run-up to 2014 tripartite elections.

Speaking during the broadcasters' workshop in Lilongwe on Friday [8 November], Macra
chairperson Martha Kwataine said it is crucial that all broadcasters should exercise professionalism
in dealing with the content of their programmes.

"To contribute to a successful election, Macra will keep an eye on content to check quantity and
quality of your messages. I, therefore, appeal to you to refrain from the use of language that may
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constitute hate speech and incite violence or promote stereotypes based on sex or physical
attributes.

"We expect broadcasters to be all-inclusive in your reporting and look at the diversity of the
electorate. Election time is crucial time when the public needs as much information as possible to
make informed choices," said Kwataine.

She said: "We should not abuse freedom of speech because the consequences can be horrifying on
people especially the innocent children and women in our rural areas. It is incumbent upon you
[broadcasters] to exercise your professionalism in dealing with the content that you will be
collecting from various players."

Macra director of finance and administration Ben Chitsonga said Malawi currently has 77 licensed
broadcasters, saying the awarding of more broadcasting licences is expected to increase
penetration of information communications and technology (ICT) services in the country.

"To make the monitoring process as transparent as possible, since you serve the interest of the
public, Macra will be publishing weekly reports on the way you allocate airtime to political parties
and how you balance your programming among political candidates," said Chitsonga.

Africa/Tanzania: Linking Generations through Radio

Radio practitioners, children and youth who wish to produce quality programmes using
participatory and autonomous approaches for young people’s radio can now refer to UNESCO'’s
radio toolkit - Linking Generations through Radio.

The open access document is inspired by children and youth who make up one-third of the world’s
population. The majority may listen to radio but the likelihood they are invited to regularly produce
interviews and programmes, express their information needs or their opinions about productions
made for them is very low.

“People are shocked that we are on the radio and that we can do this by ourselves as children,”
recounted Mwajuma, 14, from Dar Es Salaam during the preparatory phase of the toolkit.

“The radio programme has helped me build my confidence . . .,” said Cecelia, 10, from Moshi,
Tanzania who is already involved in a children’s radio project. She claims that learning to ask
qguestions for radio has helped her overcome her fear of asking questions in the classroom.

During a 2010 survey conducted amongst three low-income countries, broadcasting managers did
not see the need to ask children or youth about their opinion when creating programmes for them.
In a separate project, young and employed broadcasting producers were not sure how to frame
guestions because they did not know enough about the topic they were covering. Pre-testing the
toolkit demonstrated that involving teachers, parents and guardians facilitates young people’s
involvement in media development and media literacy. Many examples can be cited to underline
that initiatives that use cost-effective and widespread technology can help to bridge the gap
between generations and enhance knowledge creation.

The 62-page, spiral bound publication is divided in to four parts that guide the reader through a
step-by-step process clarifying linkages between conceptualizing and planning radio programmes
with and for young people. It provides inclusive examples to allow free exchange of ideas between
girls and boys and increase awareness of radio producers and managers about ethical and legal
requirements particularly when working with minors. It may serve as a routine training or
programming handbook in radio stations, a reference and resource for young people, and an
advocacy tool to inform policy makers as well as the general public.

The toolkit is being used to strengthen the performance of 32 radio stations in seven Sub-Saharan
African countries in collaboration with the Children Radio Foundation based in South Africa. It is
also being piloted amongst international youth delegates, observers and participants attending the
8th Youth Forum at UNESCOQO’s Headquarters in Paris.

The youth radio toolkit is a product of the project "Empowering Local Radios through ICTs”
financed through the generous contribution of Sweden

Somalia: Kismaayo-based administration closes down private radio
station

Interim Jubba Administration officers and fighters on Wednesday shut down Voice of Somalia
(VOS) in Kismaayo city. The officers ordered that the station be taken off the air, just minutes after
it went on the air, having obtained a broadcast license from the Interim Jubba Administration.
VOS owner Abdiweli Ibrahim Garyare told news website Dhacdo.com that after six months of
waiting, they received a broadcast license from the Jubba administration, but the station was
closed down after a few minutes on the air.

The operation to close down the station was led by two officers of Interim Jubba Administration
fighters from Kismaayo. The officers also took VOS director Mohamed Abdi Aynte away. He
regained his freedom hours later, though.

Garyare said he did not know why the station was shut down since it had authorization to operate.
He demanded that the Interim Jubba Administration give a reason for raiding the station if it had
done nothing wrong. He also demanded that the station's equipment be returned.

Southern Africa: Community Radio Stations Empowering Citizens

Almost everyone believes that community radio stations in southern Africa have the potential to
play a major role in boosting local development, democracy and the promotion of human rights.
The question has always been - how to harness the potential, especially considering all the
challenges that community radio stations face across the region.

Well an innovative new initiative - the Radio Platform for Community Development Project (RPCD) -
might finally have come up with an answer.

Run by the Panos Institute Southern Africa (PSAf) - with support from OSISA - the project has
empowered community members in Malawi, Mozambique and Zambia to set their own development
agendas and influence positive change regarding issues of local concern. In particular, the initiative
has successfully promoted the participation of rural and marginalised communities in key
developmental processes in the three countries.

Based on PSAf's flagship radio listening clubs (RLC) model, the project supported 15 radio stations
(5 in each country) and the communities around them to identify, discuss and interrogate critical
local issues, and use the information to lobby for policy changes or implementation.

The project aimed to enhance the capacity of community radio stations to operate as agents of
change, providing a platform where poor and marginalised people could dialogue with decision-
makers and duty-bearers on the major development issues affecting them - ranging from good
governance to basic health care, from environmental degradation to natural resource management,
and many others.

During the project's inception phase, PSAf conducted training sessions for station managers,
producers and senior reporters at the targeted radio stations to help transform them into effective
agents of change - and drivers of community empowerment and sustainable development.

And testimonies from community members, local leaders and radio station personnel show that the
project achieved a number of its main goals, including empowering rural communities to demand -
and secure - greater accountability.

For example, in Kasempa in north-western Zambia, the RLC discussions added a new perspective
on the issue of land ownership, which was predominantly viewed as a preserve for men. The
discussions clarified that women could also own land, and challenged the current situation, where
most land is owned by men. As a result, the council has received a high number of female
applicants for land ownership.

In Mozambique, the project enabled community members to spearhead cultural development, with
some RLCs using their meetings to challenge certain cultural practices, such as the Shangan
custom of marrying a deceased spouse, which they felt were holding back their area's
development.

"As soon as the club was established, we realised that it presented us with a platform to discuss
issues that had been bothering us for a long time as a community, issues bordering on cultural
practices like the payment of bride price for a deceased spouse," said a member of the Inhacutse
RLC in Mozambique. "Now we have a way of taking our views to the authorities, we just record our
discussions and take them to the radio station. After some time, you will hear the authorities
responding."

Community radio stations were also empowered to provide platforms for citizens in the three
countries to monitor the allocation and use of resources that were meant for development, and to
hold the authorities to account.

In Zambia, for instance, members of participating RLCs used radio to track the use of budgets
meant for education and agriculture, and engaged the district agricultural and educational offices
on any evidence-based irregularities that they identified.

"Some community members and particularly those in the school parent teacher associations have
taken a keen interest in learning about school governance, and we have had a number of people in
positions of authority in the community confirming to us that the RLC discussions are making them
more aware of the use of funds allocated to the school," reported Luckson Hamooya, from the
Itezhitezhi Community Radio Station. "Lately, we have also recorded an increase in the number of
community members calling in and seeking clarity on issues relating to the use of funds meant for
agriculture and education."

In Mozambique, radio programmes resulted in some mining companies being compelled to
compensate locals who were displaced to pave way for mining activities, while some government
officials were dismissed or reassigned due to concerns raised in the RLCs.

In Malawi, through Usisya radio's broadcasts, the communities questioned the rationale in having
two policemen cover an area of close to 10,000 square kilometres. They also wondered why there
were no efforts to improve the transportation of people and farm produce as the community relied
solely on boats to link up with the rest of Malawi.

In a clear indication of the power of local community radios and empowered communities, the
number of policemen deployed to the area was eventually increased to six, and the local leadership
began to actively discuss ways of improving the road network so as to link the district to the rest of
the country.

After undergoing training on the RLC methodology, radio listeners in Siavonga, Zambia embarked
on a mission to mobilise other community members to ensure that their concerns attract the
attention of duty bearers.

"T work for the council and I have received a lot of information here and I will not sit on it, but will
share with my colleagues at the council," said a 'Radio Champion from Siavonga. "I will first go to
my section, and then take it to the entire council. I will then ask for a platform to share this
information and influence the exchange of information within the local authority."

The project has helped community radio stations to give community members the chance to set
their own development agenda and to drive it - proving that these radio stations can be more than
just disseminators of information, they can also be real agents of change in their communities.

Mali/Somalia: BBG, Gallup Issue Findings On Media Use

Media use in the Sahel region is flourishing, as the majority of adults in Somalia (65.6 per cent)
and in Bamako, Mali (78.4 per cent) say that they access news at least once per day, according to
new data issued today by the Broadcasting Board of Governors (BBG) and Gallup.

The data on Mali and Somalia show how communications technologies are evolving even as
traditional broadcasts in radio and TV continue to play a primary role as news distribution
platforms. This research informs the current and future operations of the agency's broadcasts in 61
languages to more than 100 countries.

BBG governor Michael Meehan acknowledged the important role of taxpayer-funded research in
international media, saying that "we want to share with the public the data that drive our
understanding of our audiences and markets, and to encourage dialogue on how to be successful in
our mission."

The work of the BBG is critical now in the Sahel and in particular Mali and Somalia, the two
countries discussed in today's briefing. The findings presented about media consumption habits in
Somalia came from a nationally representative, face-to-face survey conducted 26 January through
13 February 2013. Also presented were media consumption habits in Bamako, Mali from a
representative face-to-face survey of the Bamako population, conducted in December 2012.

The data show that the majority of Somalis (65.6 per cent) access news at least once per day.
Radio is the most popular means for obtaining news in Somalia, with 83.9 per cent reporting they
get news via radio at least once per week. Personal mobile phone ownership among respondents is
72.4 per cent. Media use differs across the country. South-Central Somalia has the most vibrant
media mix in the country, with higher rates of SMS usage, television, newspapers, mobile apps,
and Internet than in other regions.

The findings also show that in Mali, Bamako adults are avid news users; 92.5 per cent say they
receive news from television, radio, the internet or newspapers at least once a week; 78.4 per cent
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report they receive news from these sources at least once a day. Diverse media ownership is
widespread in Bamako, where nine in 10 Bamako adults say they have a mobile phone in their
household, 86.6 per cent report owning a radio, and 83.8 per cent report that they have a working
television.

"The extreme danger of practicing journalism in these regions impedes local journalists and gives
international media the opportunity to play a major role," said William Bell, Research Director at
the International Broadcasting Bureau.

The Broadcasting Board of Governors has a substantial audience in Somalia via the Voice of
America, with a weekly reach of 51.6 per cent. VOA Somali reaches over half (50.1 per cent) of the
adult population weekly via radio and 15.4 per cent via television on a weekly basis.

The Voice of America reaches 10.1 per cent of adults in Bamako, Mali across radio, TV, and
Internet platforms. Earlier in 2013, the BBG launched a new FM in Bamako and began distributing
the first-ever Western programming in the Bambara language just as Islamist extremists were
invading the northern part of the country.

Reporters sans frontiéres salue la libération sous condition de Hassan Ruvakuki, journaliste de la
radio Bonesha FM et correspondant de Radio France internationale (RFI) en langue kiswahili. En
réaction a I'ordonnance du ministre de la Justice du 16 octobre 2013, Hassan Ruvakuki s’est
déclaré "trés heureux" et "remerci[é] toutes les personnes qui [I]'ont aidé dans [s]a libération".
"Nous sommes soulagés qu’Hassan Ruvakuki soit maintenant libre et autorisé a reprendre une
activité professionnelle. Nous veillerons a ce que les conditions de son sursis ne constituent pas
une épée de Damoclés trop lourde pour le travail du journaliste," a déclaré Reporters sans
frontieres.

"Si nous nous réjouissons de sa libération, nous continuons de soutenir qu’Hassan Ruvakuki est
innocent des faits qui lui sont reprochés. A terme, il est important que toute la lumiére soit faite
sur cette affaire et que le nom d'Hassan Ruvakuki soit lavé des soupgons que cette condamnation
continue de faire peser sur lui," a ajouté l'organisation de défense de la liberté d’information.

Le ministére public burundais avait accepté de considérer la remise en liberté avec sursis du
journaliste si ce dernier retirait son pourvoi en cassation faisant appel de sa condamnation, ce qu'il
a fait entre juin et novembre 2013. Ayant purgé plus d’un quart de sa peine, le journaliste sera en
libération conditionnelle pendant une durée équivalente au double de la peine restant a purger.
Cette décision de justice va permettre a Hassan Ruvakuki de reprendre une activité professionnelle
et de circuler librement dans le pays et a I’étranger.

Le 6 mars dernier, quelques jours avant la visite du président burundais en France, Hassan
Ruvakuki avait fait I'objet d’une libération administrative "pour raison de santé".

D’abord condamné en juin 2012 a la prison a perpétuité pour "participation a une activité
terroriste"”, le journaliste avait vu sa peine réduite a trois ans en janvier 2013 et la poursuite
requalifiée pour "participation a une association formée dans le but d’attenter aux personnes et
propriétés". On lui reprochait en réalité d’avoir couvert en Tanzanie voisine la naissance d’un
mouvement rebelle burundais.

A ce jour, aucune preuve de sa participation au mouvement n’‘a été apportée.

"La communauté diplomatique a bien été informée des menaces pesant sur Radio Shabelle au
cours des derniers jours. Quels que soient les intéréts stratégiques en cause qui incitent les
chancelleries a entretenir de bonnes relations avec le gouvernement somalien, le respect des
principes démocratiques ne peut étre mis de coté. Nous demandons a la communauté
internationale de prendre clairement position pour condamner ces actions répressives inacceptables
et de faire pression sur le gouvernement somalien pour qu’il mette un terme cette offensive contre
les médias indépendants", a conclu I'organisation.

Le gouvernement lance un raid contre Radio Shabelle

Le 26 octobre au matin, des véhicules de police ont bouclé la zone autour des locaux de Shabelle
Media Network qui abritent Radio Shabelle, lauréate 2010 du Prix RSF pour la liberté de la presse
et Sky FM, une autre radio indépendante du méme groupe. La police, entrée par effraction avec
des véhicules anti-terroristes dans la parcelle, a battu les journalistes et le personnel de la station
avec leurs armes. Les auditeurs de Radio Shabelle ont pu suivre en direct l'irruption des forces de
I'ordre dans le studio avant que ces derniéres ne coupent la transmission de la radio.

Aprés avoir confisqué les téléphones portables des trente-six journalistes présents, les policiers les
ont arrétés et menés dans les locaux du département d’enquétes criminelles (CID - Criminal
Investigation Department) ou ils ont été retenus pendant plusieurs heures et menacés.

Les journalistes ont pu étre relachés grace a la mobilisation de certains parlementaires, mais ont
initialement refusés de quitter le poste de police par peur d’étre pris pour cibles par Al-Shabaab a
leur sortie. Ils ont finalement trouvé refuges dans les maisons de certains parlementaires ainsi que
des hotels de Mogadiscio.

Selon des sources au sein du CID, neuf producteurs et rédacteurs ainsi que le président du groupe
Shabelle Media pourraient faire I'objet de poursuites judiciaires. Ils ont été fichés par les services
de police qui a pris leur photo, leurs empreintes digitales et relevé un scan de leurs iris.

Plus tard dans la nuit, les policiers ont saisi toutes les archives et le matériel des deux radios et les
ont transportés par camion vers une destination inconnue. [...]

Journaliste en Danger (JED) craint pour la vie d’'une journaliste de Canal Congo Télévision- Radio
Liberté Kinshasa (CCTV- RALIK), station de Beni, ville située a 300 km de Goma, chef-lieu de la
province du Nord- Kivu (Est de la RDC), portée disparue depuis mardi 29 octobre 2013.

Selon les informations parvenues a JED, Sagesse Kamwira, journaliste- présentatrice des
informations en swahili a CCTV- RALIK, a été enlevée vers 19 heures par des bandits a mains
armées et conduite vers une destination inconnue. Le mardi 29 octobre 2013 en fin d’aprés-midi,
alors qu’elle naviguait sur internet dans un cyber- café, Sagesse a été contactée par téléphone
pour un reportage. Plus tard a 19 heures, heures locales, la journaliste a envoyé un SMS a sa
rédaction annoncgant son enlévement en ces termes : « suis entre les mains des bandits, c n, étais
pa |l,info ils m, ont tromper pour me capturer. Ils sont six, deux femmes et trois avec armes.’d’ ici
la ils vont prendre le phone il me le donne pour signaler. Ns sommes ds une voiture blanche et elle
se dirige vers Oicha, mais jusque la il ne me torture pas. Il me demande tuos les sons que je
detiens et photos de tous les bandits que je prends quand je recolte l'info...allertez la ploice de
boikene car ns sommes... ».

Dans un communiqué de presse parvenu a JED, la direction générale de CCTV et RALIK a Kinshasa
a rapporté que « (...) la jeune journaliste de 22 ans a été contactée mardi 29 octobre 2013 en fin
d’aprés-midi, par téléphone en vue de couvrir une activité de la Direction Générale des Impo6ts a
Beni. Aprés en avoir informé sa rédaction, elle s’est rendue a son reportage. Plus tard, aux
environs de 19 heures, heure locale, Sagesse Kamwira a envoyé un SMS a sa rédaction indiquant
gu’elle était entre les mains des ravisseurs. Et depuis lors, sa rédaction n‘a plus aucune information
concernant la précitée ».

La journaliste avait été enlevée par un groupe de six personnes armées non autrement identifiées
dont deux femmes qui I'avaient ligotée avant de la jeter dans la riviére Loulo située a 60 Km de
Béni d'ou elle a pu se sauver, avant d’étre repérée par un éleveur qui lui a permis de contacter sa
rédaction. « Apreés l'avoir retrouvée, les éléments des FARDC et de la police mis a sa quéte I'ont
immédiatement acheminée dans un hopital de la place ou elle est, jusqu’ a 'instant, sous
surveillance d’un médecin. Sagesse Kamwira était accusée par ses ravisseurs de posséder des
images et des éléments sonores d’un groupe de bandits, aujourd’hui aux arréts, auteurs de
I'assassinat d'une femme commergante de Beni ainsi que d’avoir dénoncé, quelques jours avant
son enlévement, la présence d’un groupe de bandits dans la ville de Beni », a déclaré a JED le chef
de la station Radio Liberté de Beni.

Karamoko Bamba, le président sortant a été reconduit
a la téte de l'organisation pour un troisieme mandat qu'il place sous le signe de la consolidation des
acquis. Yao Bruce Kadio de radio Attécoubé est quant a lui nommé PCA de I'URPCI. Une belle
ambiance de retrouvaille a prévalu lors de cette assemblée générale, signe de 'unité au sein de la
faitiere. [...]

Bien que les acquis de I'URPCI soient importants, il est plus que juste de noter que les défis avenir
seront aussi importants.

Dans les provinces congolaises du Sud-Kivu et du Nord-Kivu la venue des radios communautaires
n‘a pas fait qu’apporter un équilibre dans le traitement de I'information mais aussi cet outil de la
nouvelle technologie a apporte un plus dans la croissance agricole de la région.

Avant les années 1990 il n’existait que quelques radios dans les villes de Bukavu, Uvira, Goma,
Butembo et Beni principales agglomérations de la région du Nord et Sud-Kivu a l'est de la RDC.
L'accés a une information équilibrée était un de grands problémes dans la région car les seules
chaines de radios ou de télévision présentent dans les milieux étaient des antennes relai de la
Radio Télévision Nationale Congolaise, RTNC. Le programme congu par les antennes locales devrait
étre censuré par la direction générale de la RTNC a Kinshasa, la capitale congolaise avant toute
diffusion des émissions. Cela ne permettait pas aux antennes locales d’insérer dans leurs grilles de
programme les réalités locales vécues par la population.

Une ouverture médiatique

Lors de la décennie de la recherche de la démocratie dans le pays, le multipartisme politique fut
ouvert en RDC et cela permit a une ouverture médiatique en RDC. Cet ouverture permit aux
nouvelles radios d’accompagner les réalités locales par la voie des ondes, d’apporter des
innovations d’ailleurs aux paysans locaux ou elles s'implantaient et ainsi contribuer a I'essor des
plusieurs secteurs dont I'agriculture, la santé, I'éducation...

Radio Maendeleo, un exemple parlant

« Depuis son existence, la Radio Maendeleo a premiérement apporté une information équilibrée a
la population. Elle a aussi contribué au changement des mentalités de la population face au rythme
actuel de la mondialisation"

La radio « Maendeleo » qui signifie « développement » en langue Swabhili est une radio
communautaire émettant a Bukavu, chef-lieu de la province du Sud-Kivu et ayant plusieurs autres
stations relais dans cette province. Créée en 1987 par 15 Organisations Non Gouvernementales,
Radio Maendeleo est la premiére radio associative de la région mais aussi un modele pour les
radios communautaires nouvellement implantées. Pour Jolly Kamuntu, directrice actuelle de ce
media, Radio Maendeleo est une preuve éloquente de I'apport de la radio communautaire dans
I'accompagnement des projets locaux de éveloppement ; «Depuis son existence, la Radio
Maendeleo a premiérement apporté une information équilibrée a la population. Elle a aussi
contribué au changement des mentalités de la population face au rythme actuel de la
mondialisation. De I'apport et de I'accompagnement des nouvelles méthodes culturales et
alimentaires, Radio Maendeleo était aussi la seule référence de la population pour se faire
informer» déclarait Jolly Kamuntu le 10 mai 2012 a Goma lors d‘une rencontre des radios
communautaires partenaires de la Deutsche Welle, le service international de diffusion Allemand.
A cela il faut ajouter que les radios communautaires ont apporté plusieurs innovations dans la
région. Les experts en agriculture ont été invités sur les antennes des radios enfin de participer aux
émissions spéciales pour expliquer le contenu des innovations agricoles a la population. D'autres
experts ont été invités a animer des ateliers de formation in situ dans des villages a I'intention des
populations paysannes grace aux divers partenariats développés par les radios locales avec des
partenaires au niveau local, national et international.

Des clubs de relais communautaires pour un feedback

Les radios communautaires ont institué des clubs d’écoute de relais communautaires dans des
villages avec un double objectif. Premiérement pour recueillir les informations de la base et les
diffusées sur les ondes. Le deuxieme objectif de la création de ces structures était de regrouper les
paysans dans différents clubs de relai pour pouvoir les apporter un encadrement bien précis. Pour
Innocent Bulambembe, consultant formateur en Journalisme a la Fondation Hirondelle, les clubs de
relais communautaires ont apporté des résultats escomptés lors de leur mis en place. « La
syndicalisation et la création des coopératives agricoles sont nées de ces clubs de relais
communautaires » soutient-il. «Parler du développement aujourd’hui suppose la pris en compte de
I'approche genre. C'est grace a la radio et ses différentes structures comme le club d’écoute que la
question de parité fut pour la premiéere fois évoquée » souligne Chouchou Namegaba Dubuisson,
présidente de I’Association des Femmes de Medias du Sud-Kivu, AFEM.

Les medias sont aussi appelés a étre en ordre avec I'Etat

Tout en déplorant la prolifération des radios communautaires non en regle avec I’'Etat dans la
province du Nord-Kivu, le chef de la division provinciale de l'information reconnait I'apport de la
radio communautaire dans la promotion du secteur agricole du Nord-Kivu. Pour lui, c’est la radio
qui a permis aux cultivateurs de pouvoir abandonner la culture du caféier ravagé par la trace-
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mycose pour adopter d’autres cultures comme le cacaoyer. Pour lui la radio a fourni un
encadrement aux paysans face a ces nouvelles cultures qui étaient pour la plupart inconnues des
paysans.

Jacques Kikuni, directeur de la Radio Muungano, premiére radio implantée en ville de Beni a plus
de 350 Kilométres de Goma reconnait cette irrégularité de certains medias communautaires envers
les services de régulation de la presse mais il plaide lors d’'une émission qu’il anime a l'intention
des professionnels de médias de Beni pour que le gouvernement congolais songe a appuyer les
radios communautaires car selon lui, les radios communautaires sont les plus démunies et pourtant
elles ont rendu et continuent a rendre des loyaux services a la base. «Nous demandons un soutien
tant technique, professionnel que matériel au gouvernement pour pouvoir rendre notre service
dans des conditions meilleures » conclut-il.

Parlons en toute vérité) et « Pic Mutanga » dans lesquelles les animateurs analysent et
commentent, chaque semaine, les sujets d'actualité politique et économique qui défraient la
chronique dans le territoire de Shabunda. Au cours de I'émission a téléphone ouvert « Sema Ukweli
