Chad: Locals Celebrate their Radio Station’s Official Inauguration

[...] “It's more than a humanitarian radio - it's a tool for development.”

Broadcasting from a container studio, Radio Sila is located in the trading city of Goz Beida,
surrounded by the sprawling Djabal refugee camp and numerous IDP sites. Soon after its first
broadcast, Radio Sila became the only means of mass communication and socialization for
humanitarian organizations delivering aid and protection to populations fleeing the conflict in
neighboring Darfur or border Chadian villages.

“If NGOs like Internews were not present in such remote areas where illiteracy is high and there
are no newspapers, democracy could not prevail,” said Ahmat Oumar Ahmat, the Representative of
the Minister of Communication in his inauguration speech. For the ex-journalist, Radio Sila’s
mission is all the more important as it operates in a “sensitive zone prone to inter-communal
conflict.”

Humanitarians from local, international NGOs and UN agencies also congratulated Internews for the
event. "“What I discovered amazed me,” said Elie Yanyara Djimadoumadji, UNDP’s Early Recovery
expert in Goz Beida. "We at UNDP really have an interest in working with you and making the most
of this wonderful local communication device.” [...]

As the radio was being officially inaugurated, fans lined up at the microphone to dedicate songs to
relatives and journalists. Listeners in remote areas were glued to their radio receivers until 8pm,
instead of the usual 6:30pm shutdown. As one of them later told a journalist, “The ceremony was
great... I was able to follow it live! Does this mean you are going to broadcast until the night from
now on?” he asked.

Somalia: Somali Islamists free two journalists, still holding another

The Al-Shabab administration in Gedo Region in southwestern Somalia today released two
journalists working for radio stations in the region.

Ahmad Umar Salihi and Husayn Kusow regained their freedom today, however, their colleague
Muhammad Abdikarim is still being held by Al-Shabab administration. The three journalists were
arrested yesterday [16 March].

The journalists work for Radio Markabley in Baardheere and Radio Maandeeq in Buulo Xaawo town,
both in Gedo Region.

Ahmad Umar Salihi, who works for Markabley Radio and a reporter for one the radio stations in
Mogadishu, said that he does not understand the reason behind his arrest following his released.
The reason behind their arrest is said to be connected to a report aired by these stations on
complaints made by local elders against the Kenyan security forces.

Reports say that Radio Markabley is off now at the moment and the reason for its closure remains
unclear.

Somalia: Somali Islamist group shuts down radio in southwest

The hardline Islamist group Al-Shabab yesterday shut down a radio station in Baardheere District
of Gedo Region, southwestern Somalia, reports independent Radio Gaalkacyo.

Markabley Radio was shut down and its director arrested after it aired a programme highlighting
the suffering the Somali people were going through following the closure of the Kenyan border.
The director of the radio station, Ahmad Umar Salahi, was released after local elders in the area
demanded for his release.

Al-Shabab had previously banned the radio station from airing news about the Transitional Federal
Government, and asked the station officials to seek their authority before airing any bulletin. Two
journalists from the radio station were recently arrested by Al-Shabab, which has not yet
commented on the closure of the radio station.

Somalia is one of the world's most dangerous countries for journalists. Media houses have been
routinely shut down by the authorities and many reporters, Somali and foreign, have been
kidnapped by armed groups.

Sudan: Southern Sudan radio reporters trained on elections coverage

The Lakes state local reporters from various media houses, including state-owned Radio FM-98 and
Radio Good News, attended a three day capacity building workshop in Rumbek at Palmtree hotel,
from March 14-17, 2010.

This training aimed at equipping local media houses with the ability to cover the Sudan’s
forthcoming April election. Participants were affiliated with Radio Rumbek FM-98, Good News
Radio, Radio Internews (Nhom-Lau) in Malualkon, South Kordofan, and one reporter from Bentiu
who works for Gurtong online.

Topics included the role of media in democracy, the role of the media in elections, news reporting,
legal and ethical considerations in election reporting, the role of religions in elections, and the code
of conduct for journalists. This project was funded by UNDP and implemented by Norwegian
People’s Aid (NPA).

Jacob Atem, NPA project officer affirmed that "Sudan Media and election consortium (SMEC)
prepared journalists to cover the elections in Sudan. This has been organized by a number of
international and national agencies working in Sudan."

In all, before the elections NPA will have held four training workshops in Juba, one in Torit, one in
Rumbek just concluded today and the last one in Malakal. Each workshop is three days
comprehensive training, said Atem.

The workshop in Rumbek was attended by 25 participants that came from Lakes state, Northern
Bahr-El-Ghazal states, Unity state and Southern Kordofan state.

Moyiga Nduru, a workshop facilitator, told reporters during the training that journalists can play a
crucial role in educating the society on elections by reporting accurately on issues pertaining to the
elections. That is why Sudanese Media and Elections Consortium organized these workshops to
prepare journalists on elections coverage in the Sudan.

One member of the Lakes State High National Election Commission, Samuel Machar, was invited to
educate the journalists about the role of the media before elections and after elections time. "I
have come to face you with empty hand, many people fear to come and face you journalists," said
Machar at the beginning of his key notes speech.

Machar noted that the elections reporting handbook at page 10 talks about good journalism based
on accuracy and balancing the story. "All journalists are responsible on what they will report in this
forthcoming election. If any reporter defames a person and is confirmed guilty, then he will face jail
or he will be told to recall back his reporting," he said.

Likewise, facilitator Moyiga Nduru warned journalists to stay away from what she called ‘the brown
envelope’ as this will discredit their information to the civil population.

Moyiga urged reporters in Rumbek not to defame or exaggerate any information to mislead the
public. He told them to be the watch dog and not to take side in reporting.

Machar surprised local reporters by saying that the security of each reporter is in his own hands: "a
reporter will provide 75% his own security and the government will provide the other remaining
part."

However, reporters demand more protection to be carried out by the community, human rights
groups and the government. Father Don Bosco Ochieng of Rumbek Catholic Church was also
invited to tell participants the role of religious churches in election.

This correspondent, who has undergone security threats in the past, encouraged local reporters to
be cautious in reporting political issues and to have enough patience and kindness in one’s
approach, as well as to cooperate among themselves as a family of journalists.

One of the participants from Good News Radio, Ms Veronica Ajok Angok speaking during the
workshop’s conclusion described the training as an eye opener as it came at the right time when
they needed it most.

The workshop was closed by ex-minister of information and communication Hon. Adak Costa
Mapuor on Tuesday after speeches from participants and invited guests.

The organizer, Norwegian People’s Aid, is a nongovernmental organization operating in Sudan in
activities such as mine action, health care, rural development, rapid and emergency response
programs and civil society development programs. Media is one of the projects under the civil
society development program.

Algeria: Does blocking of independent radio station’s website herald
start of Internet censorship?

Reporters Without Borders is disturbed to learn that access to the website of the independent news
radio station, Radio Kalima-Algérie (www.kalimadz.com), has been completely blocked for the past
two days. At the same time, Eutelsat has stopped carrying the station’s broadcasts on its Hotbird
satellite.

“We fear that this act of censorship heralds the start of government control of the Internet in
Algeria,” Reporters Without Borders said. "We urge the authorities to explain this blocking, which
has been carried out in an arbitrary manner, and to order the website’s immediate unblocking.
Algeria must not be added to the list of countries that censor the Internet, because the freedom of
expression of Algerians would suffer.”

The press freedom organisation added: “This case stems in part from the fact that the government
has a monopoly of broadcasting in Algeria. We urge the authorities to open up broadcasting for
sake news diversity.”

Radio Kalima-Algérie’s website began to gradually become inaccessible in various parts of Algeria
on 16 March before becoming totally blocked on 17 March. Broadcasting of its programmes via
Eutelsat’s Hotbird satellite stopped yesterday. Reporters Without Borders has written to the Paris-
based European satellite company to ask why.

Namibia: Role of community radio in disaster management on agenda of
workshop in Namibia

This week UNESCO and UNICEF are organizing a training workshop for volunteers and members of
the Board of the Ohangwena Community Radio in Namibia to enhance their capacities in reporting
on development issues. The training, which will take place in Eenhana, will particularly focus on
disaster risk reduction, preparedness and management.

Requested by the Ohangwena Community Radio Board, the training will address the principles of
community media and its organizational structures. Participants will also be trained in fundraising
in order to identify possible resources to ensure the sustainability of their radio. A special session
will address the role of community radio as an agent for development and its ability to deal with
such issues as disasters. Community media practitioners will be introduced to basic principles and
ethical issues of crisis coverage, and acquire practical skills to ensure data collection, analysis and
dissemination during disasters. [...]

Alfred Degny knows information can make the difference between life and death.

The director of Dabou Methodist Hospital, Degny tells of an elderly man from a nearby village who
was suffering an attack of hypertension. Rather than take him to the Dabou hospital, his children
took him farther away, to the country’s commercial capital, Abidjan, for treatment. There, he died.
If the man had been taken to Dabou hospital first, he could have been stabilized before going on to
Abidjan, and he probably would have survived, Degny says.

“This is the kind of information that radio can help us send across,” he says. He hopes the new
United Methodist radio station in Abidjan will help reduce such incidents by broadcasting
information about health matters and the hospital’s services.

Many United Methodists in Cote d'Ivoire share similar hopes for the impact of the new 101.6 FM
station, known as La Voix De L'Esperance or The Voice of Hope.

Station Director Lydie Acquah sees the station as a tool for combating poverty, providing spiritual
formation and coaching, empowering women and youth, and sharing information about health,
agriculture and employment. Students at the regional seminary are excited about the station’s
potential for evangelization.

As the station’s March 14 dedication approaches, Acquah says she thanks the Lord. “Not for me,”
she adds, “but for my church, for the proclamation of the gospel, for the support that we are
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bringing to people who have lost hope. For me, it's a great day.”

Led by Coéte d'Ivoire Bishop Benjamin Boni, the dedication will draw church members and leaders
from around the country and overseas to celebrate The Voice of Hope. [...]

The WASH Media Awards competition is open to broadcast and print journalists who produce
original investigative reports on water supply, sanitation, or hygiene (WASH) issues in their
countries. Journalists may submit one piece of work ? a radio broadcast, a television documentary
or report, or an article from traditional print or recognized online newspapers, magazines, or
journals.

To be eligible, reports must be broadcast or published between March 1, 2009 and April 1, 2010.
Broadcasts or articles can be submitted in English, French, Spanish, Portuguese, or Russian.
(Works originally broadcast or published in a different language must be translated into one of the
five competition languages.)

Seven prizes will be awarded:

-One in each of the five competition languages for developing country journalists

-One for the best entry focusing on gender (women and WASH) for developing country journalists
-One for the best entry from a developed country journalist

Winners will receive a cash prize and participate in World Water Week, to be held in Stockholm in
August 2010, as special guests of the organizations sponsoring the awards: the Water Supply and
Sanitation Collaborative Council and the Stockholm International Water Institute.

Somalia: Somali minister reportedly says new UN funded radio is
"illegal"

[Presenter] The Justice Minister of the Transitional Federal Government of Somalia Abdirahman
Janagow says the opening of Bar-kulan Radio is illegal.

The Justice Minister of Somalia's Transitional Federal Government has said that the newly-aired UN
backed Radio of Bar-Kulan is operating illegally in the country. The minister has said that the Radio
has not legal consent from the government of Somalia, adding that the new station can not
contribute peace and security of Somalia.

Speaking to the media in Mogadishu, the minister has mentioned that his government is unaware
about the new Radio and indicated it as illegal. He stated that the name of the Radio sounds as
military men who are sharing information and news through the Radio. The minister who also
condemned the Radio strongly has stressed that the new Radio always focuses on fighting in
Somalia and most of the Somalis listen to violence and gun battle in Somalia from it. The move
comes as the newly UN-backed Radio Bar-Kulan is on air only for two weeks time.

Sudan: South Sudanese minister says use of local languages during
elections "crucial”

In a workshop addressed by the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting in Juba, the minister said
the people of South Sudan and community institutions should embrace the use of local languages
during the campaign period.

Acting Minister of Information and broad coasting, Pinyjwoke Akol Ajawin, said the use of local
languages in South Sudan elections is crucial. It highlights the importance of the elections in the
South to the citizens because the local languages help those who do not understand English and
Arabic.

Akol said the citizens can understand better the fundamentals of elections and referendum through
the local languages. It is upon the Southerners to ensure transparency in the process through the
use of local languages in the States.

"The Sudanese nationals they can get satisfactory information of the electoral process and make
informed decision. Increasing awareness of the local people in the rural areas through the local
languages makes them more comfortable," he said.

The minister said despite the limitations of wider languages of communication such as English and
Arabic to the local people particularly in areas where the illiteracy levels are high, it is important to
use the local languages.

"Raise awareness on local languages and maintain it so that the local people [can] become familiar
with the processes and the importance of the election."

Liberia: New support programme to community radio station run by LMC
and RNTC

Liberian Media Centre (LMC) pre-selected seven Liberian community radio stations to benefit from
training courses and equipment, in a new 3-year project financed by the European Commission and
implemented by Radio Netherlands Training Centre (RNTC) in cooperation with LMC.

Objective is to increase quality of content and production, reinforce community oriented
programming, enlarge coverage and increase revenues. The project offers tailor-made training
courses and coaching-on-the-job. Radio stations are further provided with studio equipment and
benefit from technical assistance.

The kick-off of the project was marked by a public event attended by representatives of the EU
delegation, the Press Union of Liberia, several national and international NGOs and the managers
of the radio stations. The new project brings the total number of community radio stations trained
at seventeen, as the ongoing INFORMOTRAC programme already includes ten stations.
Professionalizing the community radio sector and enhancing its access to funds without loosing its
independence, is a major challenge in Liberia. RNTC and LMC support the umbrella organization of
community radio’s ALICOR. Together with national and international NGOs, they advocate for the
development of a government policy for community radios, that facilitates access to funds, but
guarantees independence from government interference.

Ghana: Traditional Youth Group Threatens Journalist, Radio Station

The Ashanti Youth Incorporated, a traditional youth group in Kumasi, Ghana's second largest city,
on March 22, 2010 gave a three-day ultimatum to the management of Multimedia Broadcasting
Company owners of a network of radio stations including Luv FM in Kumasi, to sack the of host a
morning newspaper review programme, Ato Kwamena Dadzie, for allegedly insulting the king of
Asanti, the Asantehene.

The programme is relayed on Luv FM and all the group's stations across the country.

The group's vice president, Blessed Godsbrain Smart who is also a morning show host on another
Kumasi station, privately-owned Fox FM, reportedly threatened to "vandalize" Luv FM, which relays
Dadzie's newspaper review programme, originally broadcast from Accra-based Joy FM.

However, in a telephone interview with the Media Foundation for West Africa(MFWA), Smart denied
using the word "vandalize" but said he was conveying the orders of members of the Ashanti Youth
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Incorporated and that Dadzie had been given up to March 24 to apologise otherwise they would
"go to" the station on March 25.

"Until Dadzie apologises, his voice is banned in Kumasi," he added.

The threat followed an opinion piece Dadzie wrote on his blog www.atod.com, which was also
posted on www.myjoyonline.com, website of Multimedia Broadcasting Company which owns both
Luv and Joy FM. The piece had attacked the Asantehene (Ashanti King) over comments the king
made in the wake of a feud between him and another traditional chief.

Meanwhile, Saeed Ali Yakub, Luv FM news editor, told MFWA that the management of the media
group has presented a complaint about the group's threats to the Ashanti Regional command of the
Ghana police with recordings of Fox FM morning show on which Smart issued his threat. This is an
unfortunate example of the political partisanship among Ghana's private radio stations and media
generally that is dividing the industry and adding fuel to the rancorous bickering among political
forces in the country today.

Shabelle's reporter in Galguduud Region [central Somalia], Abdikarin Ahmad Bulhan, has today
regained his freedom after having been kept in an Ahlu Sunna wal Jama'a [Islamist group] prison
for the last three days.

The reporter was arraigned before a court in Caabud Waaq, Galguduud Region, where charges
against him were read out in the presence of members of Ahlu Sunna wal Jama'a Implementation
Council.

The reporter was accused of airing false reports on Radio Shabelle, particularly on the subject of
recent demonstrations in Balanbale District, and for publishing the material on the Shabelle
website.

Abdikarim Ahmad defended himself against the accusations, because the prosecution failed to bring
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any evidence of wrongdoing in the court, which later released him.

We contacted the reporter by telephone minutes after he was released from jail and he told us he
has been set free after the court failed to see evidence of any wrongdoing.

He said the administration has asked him from now on to get news in the region from the
spokesman for Ahlu Sunna wal Jama'a. He also said he was not at all harmed during his time in
detention and that the only thing Ahlu Sunna wal Jama'a forces did to him was to take away his
telephone.

The reporter was arrested from his home last Thursday by Ahlu Sunna wal Jama'a forces and the
management of the Shabelle media network has welcomed his release.

The Mauritanian President Mohamed Ould Abdelaziz has announced the imminent opening up of the
airwaves in his country, the African Press Agency (APA) has learned from a reliable source in
Nouakchott. Speaking during a surprise visit to state-owned Mauritania Television on Tuesday in
Nouakchott, Ould Abdelaziz said that opening up the audiovisual airwaves will help create private
television channels. In Mauritania, there are presently no private radio or television stations.

The Mauritanian head of state has severely criticized the public television, denouncing the fact that
it is more concerned with “speeches of the President and ministers rather than voicing the concerns
of the citizens.”

"If it continues this way, viewers will eventually desert it,” Ould Abdelaziz warned the media,
saying that a state must inform the citizens about the developments in the country, reflect and
take their concerns and forward them to the public opinion.

Sierra Leone: Sierra Leone forms independent national broadcaster with
UN

Sierra Leone is doing away with its state broadcaster in a merger with United Nations radio which
will establish an independent national radio and television service, UN officials said Wednesday.

"It would mean ending 75 years of broadcasting by the government-run Sierra Leone Broadcasting
Service (SLBS) and the end of transmission of the local UN radio which has been running for the
past nine years," said UN radio station manager Sputnik Kalambi.

The UN radio in Sierra Leone - set up as part of all peace-keeping missions - continued operating
despite being slated to close down several years ago after the nation emerged from a bloody
decade-long civil war in 2001.

The station will cease broadcasting at midnight Wednesday.

Kalambi said Sierra Leone was a test case to see if other UN missions could transform broadcasting
structures in other post-conflict situations.

The Sierra Leone Broadcasting Corporation will initially be funded by the UN, later earning money
from advertising and receiving public funds from the government.

"From now on, there will be a fusion of programmes which will be broadcast on UN transmitters
which have been turned over to the new corporation,"” said Kalambi.

Information Minister Ibrahim Kargbo, who steered the bill through parliament, said: "The
corporation will be run by a board of trustees headed by a former information minister, professor
Septimus Kaikai who is a leading member of the main opposition Sierra Leone People's Party
(SLPP)".

"We have undertaken the merger in good faith so that we would have an effective broadcaster that
will benefit everybody.

"The government will make sure that it remains independent and caters for all shades of opinion.
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The government will have no say in how it is run," he added.

Comoros: Comoros journalist said in police custody over report
broadcast on French radio

Moroni: Journalist Ahmed Abdallah Mgueni, editor of the daily La Gazette des Comores and
correspondent of Radio France Internationale (RFI), is in custody in the offices of the national
police.

He was summoned on Saturday at 1500 [local time] by the national state security service (DNST).
The journalist is to respond to charges regarding the transmitting of information regarding the fire
which razed the home of the director of the DNST, Abou Achiraf, yesterday Friday.

The police are, in particular, accusing Ahmed Abdallah Mgueni, who is also a contributor to the
Comoros News Agency (HZK-Presse), of citing in his last report broadcast yesterday on RFI,
observers who said the fire in question was likely "a consequence of the high political tension"
which is currently prevailing in the country, or "the battle of the police forces" which has seen
authorities in the central government and those in Grande Comore locking horns for several
months now.

The journalist who went to the scene of the fire only reported facts and received reactions including
those of witnesses who preferred to remain anonymous. As he refused to reveal his sources,
Ahmed Abdallah Mgueni was notified of his custody and could likely spend the night in the offices of
the police where he is awaiting questioning, on the verbal summoning of captain Nassuf Kaissane.
